 Nice dog of very good type. Good head and neck. Good body, moves well, but needs more animation and 
Terrier spirit. 
CC & BOB. Best in Group.

CLASS 2 – Minor Puppy 
1st – Mrs. J. Parris’ SHILOH ELIJAH’S PRICILLA 
Promising youngster with a good head and coat. Moves well, excellent front, but falls of too much over the 
croup. 
CLASS 3 – Limit 
1st – Mr. S. & Mrs. F. Drakes’ FAMECIFF MILLION DOLLARS

CLASS 29 – Open

CLASS 33 - Open 
1st - Miss Margaret Ashby's CH. FARLEYCROSS SO FAR SO GOOD OF CALLIOPE  
Bitch of good type, well constructed. She is too low on her legs and too weak behind. CC & BOB 

 
 

BULLMASTIFFS (DOGS) 
CLASS 36 –  Junior 
1st -  Mr. F. Godson’s HOTHERSALL’S MR. BINGLEY  
This is an excellent dog with an impressive head, by far the best Bullmastiff head on the day. He has good 
substance and moves well. He is, however, too upright in upper arm and he should be more developed in 
front. This is why I made the winner in Open Best Dog. RCC       
2nd – Mr. O. Jordan’s LORD PROTECTOR 



Sound dog but head should be more typical.    
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CLASS 37 - Open 
1st – Mr. P. Evelyn’s CH. MURBISA CONNOR AT HOTHERSALL  
This is an impressive dog but he is unfortunately too heavy wrinkled. He is well constructed with excellent 
substance and he moves well. CC & RBOB           
 
BULLMASTIFFS (BITCHES) 
CLASS 39 - Junior 
1st – Mr. W. Springer’s BLUE PRINCESS 
Promising bitch with a good head. She has substance and moves well. 
2nd – Mr. S. Howell’s KEMROROCKS RUBY 
Typical bitch but would like her stronger with a better head. She moves quite well. 
CLASS 40 - Maiden 
1st – Mr. O. Jordan’s EDENWOOD JULIA 
It is a lot to like about this bitch. She is of excellent type and has the correct outline. She moves well but I 
would have liked to see her with more attitudes. RCC 
2nd – Mr. R. Williams’ PRINCESS RED PEA 
This is also a very good bitch but I preferred topline on 1st. 
3rd – Mrs. D. Tomlin’s HOTHERSALLS LADY CHARLOTTE 
 A bitch of excellent temperament, but head could be better. I would like more substance, moves quite 
well. 
CLASS 41 – Limit 
1st – Mr. O. Holder’s HOTHERSALLS LADY GEORGIANA 
This is a Bullmastiff bitch of high class. She has a good head, she has substance and presence and she 
moved very well. I had no hesitation to make her BOB. CC 
CLASS 42 – Open 
1st – Mr. P. Evelyn’s’ HOTHERSALL’S RED BEAUTY 
Excellent bitch with a good head and substance but she could be stronger behind. 
2nd – Mr. S. Howell’s DONJU WARRIOR 
Nice bitch, but too nervous. Head could be better, good body.

Promising bitch, sound. She moved very well. RCC 
CLASS 53 – Junior

CLASS 54 – Minor Puppy

Promising youngster, good head and body. He needs to strengthen up behind. 
CLASS 55 – Junior 
1st – Mr. T. Lashley’s MR. BOLLINGER 
Good dog with a nice head. Would like more substance. Moves quite well. 



CLASS 56 – Limit 
1st – Dr. W. Welch’s BORTERRA STONE MASON AT ELTHOR 
Impressive dog with excellent temperament. He shows very well and moves lovely around the ring but 
could be better in front. RCC & RBOB 
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CLASS 57 – Open 
1st - Mr.L. Lavine’s GUNI’S ROMANCING THE STONE 
This is an excellent Rottweiler. He has a lovely head and neck. He is strong all true with good substance 
and bone. He moves around the ring with drive and energy but his topline could be better. CC, BOB, Best 
in Group, Best Locally Bred Dog in Show and Reserve Best in Show 
2nd – Mr. J. Estwick’s ELTHOR DARK MANCHU AT MANCHURIAN 
Similar to 1st in quality but he falls of too much over the croup and he is overangulated behind. 
3rd - Mr. Richard Alleyne's CH. MONIFA BRIMSTONE AND FIRE  
Nice dog but could move better. 
 
 
ROTTWEILERS (BITCHES) 
CLASS 58 – Novice 
1st – Mr. R. Sandiford’s ALOE CARRIE 
Bitch with a lovely temperament, could move better.  
CLASS 59 – Open 
1st – Mr. R. Alleyne’s RICHWOOD ATHENA  
A quality bitch which I liked very much. She is an excellent representative for her breed but I preferred the 
quarters on the Best Dog.

GERMAN SHEPHERD DOGS (DOGS) 
CLASS 60 –  Puppy 
1st - Mr. J. Clarke’s  DANIA ZAMB 
Promising male, 9 months old. He moves very well but needs time to develop. Best Locally Bred Puppy in 
Show. 
CLASS 61- Junior 
1st – Miss S. Patel’s MARINITA ARKOS OF NETANYA 
This 18 months old dog was all for me. He is well developed for age, has excellent topline and moved 
exceptionally well when the handler let him. I was very close to giving him the CC but the Open dog did 
win in the end on maturity and showmanship. RCC 
2nd – Messrs. M. Worrell, D. Manning & C. Charles’ SHOTAAN BANDIT DELLA VINCYBAR 
Close to 1st in type but too narrow in body. Moved well around the ring. 
3rd – Mrs. S. Nieves’ VIDEX SHUGAR AT DANAMAN 
Dog which was lacking sufficient type, but he was nice to go over. 
CLASS 62 - Novice 
1st – Mr. J. Clarke’s & Miss S. Patel’s NETANYA ULK  
This dog did not impress, he was too weak behind and topline could be better. 
CLASS 63 - Limit 
1st – Miss S. Patel’s SHOTAAN FRITZ OF NETANYA  
It was a lot to like about this dog. He has type and presence but he is too weak behind. 
CLASS 64 – Open 
1st – Miss S. Patel’s & Mr. D. Rezende’s CH. SILKENWOOD HYPERSONIC  



An impressive dog who showed very well. He was lovely standing and he moved very well. He was 
hard pushed by the Junior dog but his experience won the day. CC & RBOB 
2nd – Mr. R. Rudder’s HAUSMAILAND PASCHA 
Another Shepherd of good type who was too weak behind. 
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GERMAN SHEPHERD DOGS(BITCHES) 
CLASS 65 – Minor Puppy

Good type but needs to settle on the move.

Bitch of good type, movement could be better.
