Open 

1st – Dr. L. Williams’ SH.CH. MOONSHINE PROPHECY - 2 year old male presented in super 

condition. Good male head with dark well shaped eyes. Good fill of foreface, strong muzzle and 

strong underjaw. Correct bite, ears well set and carried. Strong neck, well placed shoulders, good 

angulation in front and rear. Moved well around the ring, coming and going, Good topline and 

tailset. Please to award him 1st, CC, Group and Best in Show. 

 

LABRADOR RETRIEVERS – Dogs 

 

Limit  

 

1st – Mrs. Frances King’s ZINZARA COOKIE DOUGH – Another lovely dog handled superbly and 

presented well. Strong head with good expression, good eyes, ears and mouth. Strong neck, well 

placed shoulder. Good bone and substance. Good rear angulation. Move well with good topline 

and tailset. Just moves slightly close behind. Pleased to handle him. 1st, CC,  Reserve in Group, 

also Reserve Best in Show. 

Open 

1st – Ms. T. Inniss” SH.CH. LINJOR SIMPLY THE BEST – 2 ½ old strong male. Didn’t want mouth 

checked, needs to work on. Try getting dog to sit to have mouth checked. Good overall body 

shape, strong bone, good feet, good angles in front and rear. I would like a bit more in upperarm to 

increase the size of dog. But moved well with good topline and tailset. RCC. 

 

LABRADOR RETRIEVERS – Bitches 

Limit 

1st – Mrs. Z. Gray-Marshall’s ZINZARA PRALINES AND CREAM C.D. – 2 1/2 year old well 

balanced  female with feminine head, good angulation in front and rear. Dark eyes well set, ears of 

good length and set well. Good neck and shoulders. Deep chest, nice length of loin. Moves well.

1st – Mrs. Z. Gray-Marshall’s SH.CH. ZINZARA COCONUT CREAM C.D. – Nice female head and 

expression, good mouth, good shoulders and neck. Good bone and substance. Let down by being 

soft in pasterns which showed on move. RCC. 

 

HOUND GROUP 

DACHSHUND - Bitch 

Open 

1st – Miss B. Aranguren’s CH. GINA LOLLOBRIGIDA Z KALONKI JAMNICZEJ - 3 year old tri 

bitch. Dark eye well set and placed, good mouth. Head slightly strong for me. Good bone and 

substance. Nice depth of chest. But too long in loin which destroys the length of the bitch. This 

shows on move with back dropping and dipping. No CC. 

 

RHODESIAN RIDGEBACKS – Dog 

Open 

1st – Mrs. S.B. Hamilton-Outcalt’s CH. OF AFRIKKA SPRING VALLEY STAR SEEKER AT 

CROWNRIDGE – 18 months. On first sight very tall dog which needs to fill out and mature. Decent 

head with good expression, good mouth, Refused to allow me to handle him. 1st, no CC. 

 

RHODESIAN RIDGEBACKS - Bitches  

Junior  

 

1st – Mrs. J. Atkinson’s ZEJAK TESHI – 17 months old, feminine head, good eyes, ears and 

expression. Good bone and feet. Deep chest and nice loin, good shoulder and rear angulation. 

Moved well. Super ridge on back. RCC & Reserve in Group.

1st – Mrs. J. Atkinson’s HARMAKHIS WISDOM BONSAI QUORRA – 19 months. Lovely sized 

bitch with super feminine head, classic expression. Good fill of foreface. Good mouth and eyes 

well place and carried. Angulation matches in front and rear, moved well, good topline and tailset.

AKITA – Dog 

 

Limit 

 

1st – Mr. J. Springer’s DJ’S REGAL CENTURION GLADIATOR FOR NEVAEH – 18 months old 

strong male of substance. Good size and construction. Hooded ears well set and placed eyes. 

Strong muzzle and under jaw. Correct bite. Good mask. Good angulation in front and matched in 

rear, Super depth of chest. Strong bone. Tight feet. Moves well and true. Good tailset and carriage. 

1st, CC & Best in Group.  

 

WORKING GROUP 

DOBERMANNS – Dogs 

Limit 

 

1st – Ms. A. Davis’ PLATINUM ONYX  - 20 months, black & tan. Top size male with good blunt 

wedge head, dark eyes well shaped and placed. Good ears well carried, correct mouth and 

dentition. Deep chest, correct shoulders giving good forechest. Tight elbows. Good bone and feet. 

Moves well. Just slightly loose in front.  1st, CC. 

 

 

ROTTWEILERS – Dogs 

Puppy 

1st – Dr.W.L.Welch’s  ELTHOR DARK SAMBA – 7 months old. A raw puppy but lovely head well 

set, dark almond eyes well set, medium ears set close to cheek. Good bone and substance. 

Good neck and shoulders. Deep chest. Good bone and feet. Good rear angulation. Moved well. 

Just a baby. But think it will mature into a lovely adult. RCC. 

Novice  

 

1st – Mr. M. Bovell’s MEOW NICE & LOVELY – 3 year old of good size and substance. Strong 

bone, good feet. Deep chest. Head very  pronounced stop with raise in head between ears. Strong 

mouth and underjaw.  Strong fill in foreface. Moves ok. Just needs to settle and practice. 

 

Open  

 

1st – Mr. B. Fernelon”s TK’S KING KONG - 3 year old dog in super condition. Head overdone for 

me with strong stop and head domed between ears on skull. This is a overseas influence in the 

breed but not typical breed type. Strong bite and correct dentition, strong neck, well placed 

shoulders. Slightly short in upper arm. Good bone and feet. Moved well with plenty of drive but 

lacks a bit in reach due to shortness in upper arm. 1st, CC & BOB. Reserve in Group. 

 

 



 

 

 

ROTTWEILERS - Bitches  

Puppy 

1st – Mr. K. Greene’s FRANKSTAR ROXIE – 9 months old. Really liked her lovely balanced head. 

Dark almond eye, ears well sized, set and placed. Good fill of foreface. Strong muzzle, correct bite 

and mouth. Good underjaw. Good deep chest. Good bone and substance. Just needs to mature. 

Moved well.  1st, RCC & Best Puppy & Best Locally bred Puppy in Show.  

 

Open 

1st – Mr. A. Maynard’s ELTHOR DARK IRA – Really liked this bitch, looked very much old UK type. 

Feminine head, darkest of eyes well set and placed. Good muzzle and underjaw. Strong correct 

mouth and bite. Strong neck leading in to well placed shoulders. Good depth of chest with tight 

elbows. Good bone and feet, nice length of loin, good rear angulation. Just would not move at any 

speed around ring. I was disappointed, would have given her Best in Breed. But 1st & CC.          

Just lazy (Pity). 

 

 

BOXERS – Dogs 

 Puppy 

1st – Ms. J. Wilson’s BRYNHAFOD BILLY BONES AT KAIBO – Stunning 10 months old baby with 

a classic head still to break. Good eyes and ears. Good fill of foreface. Strong muzzle. Good bone 

and substance, tight feet. Good depth of chest. Good feet. Good angles in front and rear. Just 

needs to settle into movement. 1st, RCC. 

 

Open 

1st – Ms. J. Wilson’s CH. GALICAR IN THE NICK AT KAIBO C.D. – 3 year old brindle dog of good 

size and substance. Strong male head with good eyes, ears and expression. Strong muzzle and 

underjaw. Good length of neck, strong shoulder placement matched in rear, good bone and feet.
